DRURY HIGH SCHOOL

Boulger, Patrick – “Senior Citizen’s Prom”

The Senior Citizen’s Prom involves students in a year-end, culminating project for the sociology course. The prom is designed to help break down stereotypes and barriers between elders and teenagers in a fun atmosphere.  Students research relationships between groups and identify gaps.  Students conduct outreach to elder residences and organizations, manage publicity, solicit donations, plan and decorate around a theme, organize music and food, interact with prom-goers and select a prom king, queen and court. The Senior Citizen’s Prom has become a tradition in the community with this year’s being the 20th annual serving approximately 75 elders. This year’s theme was “The Roaring Twenties”. 
~Burdick, Stephanie; Holland, Jim – “Summer Survivor Garden Mosaics”

Fifteen rising Eighth graders involved in the 2012 Summer Survivor Program saw a need in Drury’s courtyard to improve its aesthetics and the possibility of utilizing the space for gardening. Working with school administrators, students used scale drawings, measurements and horticulture to create garden boxes for the growing of strawberries, raspberries and herbs. 
Choquette, Jamie – “ DTV Supporting School and Service”

Throughout the school year, students in television production courses, learn and authentically apply technology and writing skills to tell important news stories, to raise awareness about important issues, and to promote involvement with service and service-learning initiatives. Broadcasts included content on the Drury LipDub, Hoosic River Revival community activities, and student orientation. Multiple service-learning projects were promoted such as the holiday toy drive, a collection for cancer patients, a collection for US troops, and a blood drive.
~Davis, Keith – “River Street Community Garden”

Students in Construction Technology classes identified a need of hunger in Northern Berkshire County and collaborated with the Growing Healthy Project, Hoosic River Revival and Northern Berkshire Community Coalition. Last year, construction students designed, built and installed garden beds at a new community garden site. This year, construction students designed and began to build a sign that identifies the garden. They collaborated with city officials and community partners to work through the permitting process. The sign enhances the appearance of the area with its aesthetically pleasing design as well as draws attention to the Hoosic River as a valuable asset to the community. 
Davis, Keith – “Identification Badges for School Safety”
Working with the School Resource Officer and safety personnel, students in the after school STEM academy learned about the importance of staff wearing identification badges for school safety. Because of staff turnover and changes in the process of procuring badges, staff ID badges were nonexistent or outdated. The students decided to revive the process and partnered with students in the Engineering the Future class. They presented a plan to faculty, organized digital photo shoots, designed and produced ID’s, and distributed them.
Davis, Keith – “High Striker”

Fifteen students in CAD/Cam and Construction Technology designed and built a device to attract people to the Habitat for Humanity booth at various street fairs. Students learned about the need for housing and created a high striker (aka strength tester) which will be used to raise awareness about Habitat for Humanity. Students integrated real world skills while serving others, including the community and Habitat for Humanity board, members and families. 
French, Anne – “SLAC”

Students in the extra-curricular Service-Learning Action Council help to support the sustainability of service-learning by providing introductory lessons about service-learning to classrooms, by consulting with teachers and students about projects, and by implementing their own projects. Service-learning experiences included:

· SLAC led a school-wide toy collection drive for the holidays for a local organization

· SLAC led a school-wide drive to collect goods to cheer children undergoing cancer treatment
Girouard, Aldonna- “The Mill Children”

Chorus students partnered with a local artistic and historical exhibit, The Mill Children, which revisits the lives of child workers who were photographed in 1911 by social reformer Lewis W. Hine at the Eclipse Cotton Mill in North Adams. Students researched the history of child mill workers, explored musical and cultural traditions of the period and learned how Lewis Hine used his art of photography as an agent for social change. Striving to draw local people into the exhibit in the art gallery housed in the former mill, a special student exhibition and performance was held in 2011. Chorus students served as hosts and performed French Canadian and folk songs evocative of the era. Chorus delivered the premiere performance of the song Donnie Cole, written by The Mill Children historian Joe Manning about a boy photographed by Hine at a mill in Alabama and referred to as ‘the baby doffer”. Students traveled to host and perform at a special children’s opening when the exhibit was shown in Waltham at the Charles River Museum for Industry and Innovation in June, 2012. By special invitation by officials from the city of Fall River and UMASS-Dartmouth, the chorus performed at a Children’s Opening for the exhibit when it traveled to the Cherry and Webb Gallery in Fall River in June, 2013.

~Hakkinen, Emily – “Drury Garden”

Twelve students in a Transition Class worked with Jennifer Munoz to learn about issues surrounding hunger in North Adams and decided to work in the school gardens to provide food to The Berkshire Food Project. For four weeks, students worked together to plant food crops, harvest crops and deliver to Ms. Munoz. Students learned the value of cooperation and proper social skills while helping others. 

Kopala, Stephanie; Fairweather, Judith – “Letters for Lives”

Connected to the Facing History and Ourselves curriculum, students in World History II learned about the genocide in Myanmar and wrote letters to advocate on behalf of the victims. Students encouraged other students at Drury High School to get involved with the project by promoting it via PSA’s on Drury TV, emails and student-made posters. Through their advocacy, 38 letters were sent to each of our elected officials, including the President, and 2 members of the United Nations about the crisis in Myanmar. 

Kopala, Stephanie;– “1960’s Merry Pranksters Bus”

Students in the elective 1960’s course recreated Ken Kesey and the Merry Prankster’s bus named “Further” and staged it as part of the set for the filming of the school-wide Lip Dub. In class, students studied the anti-war movement as well as counterculture. The bus was used to promote the theme of a peaceful environment at Drury. 
~Lawson, Robyn; Muñoz, Jennifer- “Green Gardeners”

Students in the summer Green Gardeners session learned earth science, biology, and math as they cultivated and maintained school gardens at various sites over the summer. Food was harvested and donated to the Berkshire Food Project.

~Luczynski, Sara; Pious, Brian; Sadlowski, Donna– “Summer 2012 STEPS”

Integrated into the transition to high school summer program, students applied ELA, math, science, social studies, health, and technology skills in several service-learning experiences:

· Students cultivated and harvested food from the school garden; harvested produce was donated to Berkshire Food Project. 
· Students prepared and served lunch at Berkshire Food Project. 
· Outreach to senior citizens Pickle Project – met with a local senior housing complex to work with residents and make pickles

· Sidewalk Safety – worked with members of the ‘Art About Town’ community group to design and paint a crosswalk near the campus along the emergency evacuation route 

· Food Insecurity Project – raised awareness by sharing information regarding food issues in Northern Berkshire
Lyden-Fortier, Beth- “School Beautification”

Students in AP Biology cleaned and re-planted a garden bed at the entrance of the building to create a more welcoming approach to the high school. As part of this process, students researched the choice, planting and the care of plants selected to be planted. Students created a site map for future maintenance. 
Meczywor, Molly – “Boxes of Love”

Grades 11 and 12 students in AP Literature and Composition collaborated with Patty Erdeski to plan and implement a collection of goods to be sent to US troops in Afghanistan. Activities included a fundraising dinner, collection of goods at school via homerooms, and a fundraising skating night. Students also created holiday cards for veterans in the Veteran’s home in Springfield.

Meczywor, Molly; Sondrini, Zachary – “Serve for Service”
The girls’ soccer players, in grades 8-12, organized a volleyball fundraiser to raise money for two local cancer patients, one being a student at Drury. Players used organizational and literacy skills to promote and plan the project; they got volunteers from the community to help run the event; and encouraged players from all fall teams to get involved in the project. Ultimately, the project raised over $1,000.
Meczywor, Molly – “Reading Week at Stamford”

Students in AP English created lessons to related to specific genres and delivered the lessons to students in grades kindergarten through eight at Stamford (VT) Elementary School. All lessons included an activity component.

Meczywor, Molly; Luczynski, Sara; Lyden-Fortier, Beth – “Blood Drive”

Students in grades 8 ELA and 11/12 AP Biology collaborated to research the need for blood at the local level and organize and run the blood drive held at Drury High School. ELA students connected the project to Dracula while the AP students made connections to their curriculum relating to blood and the body. The groups teamed with the American Red Cross to implement their project. 

~Melito, Tracy – “Drury Garden Project”

Twenty two students in AP Environmental Science worked with Jennifer Munoz and the Growing Healthy Gardening Program to plant and grow food to provide fresh organic food to the North Adams community.  Throughout the month of May, students prepared the beds, planted, and maintained the beds; the crops will be harvested and delivered to The Berkshire Food Project. 
Pepper, Phoebe; Wildermuth, Cheryl- “Cascade Mill Paintings”

Students in studio and advanced art classes created oversized reproductions of classic paintings by famous artists. The paintings were installed over the boarded up window openings of the old brick mill that houses Cascade School Supply. The paintings help beautify a run down area and add to the identity of the city as an arts-centered community. Partnering with Art About Town and the management of Cascade, Cascade reciprocates by making a financial donation to the arts department at the high school.

Pepper, Phoebe- “Unity”
Students in art classes created huge paper cutouts of the human figure to promote the theme of “Unity”. The hangings were painted in Drury blue and white. They protruded into and lined the hallways of the school during the filming of the ‘Lip-Dub” promoting positive school climate and culture. 

Pepper, Phoebe – “Holiday Cheer”

Promoting good will and holiday cheer, students in arts classes decorate several community sites including housing for seniors and people with disabilities, a local social club and the school itself.
~Pious, Emily - “Drury Gardens and Berkshire Food Project”

Students in ADL Science classes applied their academic skills in maintaining and planting in the Drury gardens that provide food for the Berkshire Food Project.  Collaborating with gardening partner, Jennifer Munoz, the project is part of the district Garden Mosaics program. Strawberry runners from the mother plants at Drury were transplanted at community gardens at Berkshire Food Project and at Greylock Elementary School. 
~Quirk, Melissa – “Garden Mosaics”
Students in summer school English class connected metaphor from Toni Morrison’s The Bluest Eye with growing seasons in gardening. Students helped to maintain and harvest produce from the Drury gardens for distribution to Berkshire Food Project.

Quirk, Melissa – “Identity: Sense of Self/Sense of Place”
All students in grade 9 Honor’s English participated in a long-term research project about personal identity and identity of their town. Students learned about the history of North Adams, current status and were charged with imagining a more positive future identity. While studying the city’s past, students visited the local history archives in North Adams Public Library, toured the North Adams Museum of Science and History, and had historians Paul Marino and Joe Manning visit the classroom as guest speakers.  After learning about the local history and culture, students wrote “I Am From” poems from the perspective of the children who were photographed by Lewis Hine at the local Eclipse Mill.  As students looked to the future of North Adams, they brainstormed what they identified as current problems facing the community.  Then, they decided to either work independently or in groups or pairs to develop proposals for a Better North Adams. They created PowerPoint presentations, wrote and delivered persuasive speeches, and collaborated to create rubrics that evaluated what makes a strong proposal and what makes a strong presentation.  Using these rubrics, the class evaluated each others' presentations, selecting proposals that would represent them in community-wide presentations.  Based on the content of their proposals, students were selected to present either to City Council, the board members of the North Adams Chamber of Commerce, and to the Manager of Kidspace at Mass Museum of Contemporary Art (MoCA).  Community audiences were presented with a brochure that summarizes every student's proposal (even those not presenting publicly).  The community proposal presentations were recorded and broadcast by the local television station.  As a result, several community members have followed up with students about their ideas, offering collaboration and support to make their proposals a reality.  One such connection has been Phil Sellers, who met with students to engage them in the planning and implementation of the Art About Town project CAFE (Creative Arts for Everyone) to occur this summer in downtown North Adams.  Another connection is Keith Girouard, who works in business planning and consultation and has offered his support for this and future projects.  City Council member Marie Harpin was so inspired that she invited students to appear on her television program "Something You Should Know" to share their ideas with the community with large. The teacher and students in this project also cooperated with a doctoral research project studying the impacts of service-learning.
Superneau, Shelby – “Bullying Prevention PSA’s”

Students in Study Skills classes considered the problem of bullying, wrote skits and filmed public service announcements. The PSA’s were entered into a local competition and were used to raise awareness about bullying in preparation for a parent’s bullying prevention presentation. 
OFF-CAMPUS ‘GREENHOUSE’ PROGRAM (Grades 8-12)

Baran, Jerome- Plant Maintenance Course – Students applied construction, math, engineering and technology skills during multiple projects. They:

· ~Repaired raised bed gardens at various school and community sites that benefit Berkshire Food Project
· Built view boxes for placement at various locations along the Hoosic River

· Prepared and cut large scale models of seven continents for students at Sullivan Elementary School

· Prepared and cut wooden pieces for 18 birdhouses to be assembled by students in the Junior Ranger Program at Sullivan School

· Along with Horticulture students, prepared community garden sites for rental and planting

Lewis, Molly; Wojcik, Julie-  Horticulture and Recreational Art Courses- Horticulture students  applied math, science, horticulture skills during multiple projects. Recreational Art students applied art, math and technology skills. They:

· Created centerpieces for 20 tables for the “Roaring Twenties”-themed Senior Citizen’s Prom hosted by Sociology students at Drury High School

· Grew, transplanted and cultivated flowers to beautify downtown North Adams for tourists and locals

· Along with Plant Maintenance students, prepared community garden sites for rental and planting

· ~Planted and maintained seedlings for school gardens, labeled plants with grower information, and maintain inventory of plants

· Cultivated, maintained, and planted flats of annual flowers for donation to the city-run Historic Valley campground

· Constructed and painted wind chimes for gardens and planted seeds with children in Home-Based Head Start 

MULTIPLE SCHOOLS: “Snowflakes for Sandy Hook”

In response to the tragic deaths at Sandy Hook Elementary School, many students and teachers were compelled to respond with service. Students created poems, cards and snowflakes that were sent via the Connecticut Parent-Teacher Organization to line the halls of the relocation school for affected students.
BRAYTON ELEMENTARY SCHOOL

Burdick, Jessica- “Bullying Prevention”
Students in the Brayton Chorus worked to raise awareness about bullying and to draw an audience to the important parent presentation on bullying prevention and internet safety. At the event, they performed several songs connected to the theme, including: Positive; Mean; and You’re Beautiful To Me.

Chapman, Bill; Madden, Sarah – “Brayton Student Council”
Comprised of students from grades 3 through 7, the council meets monthly throughout the school year and facilitated several projects, including:

· “Valentine’s Day Cards”

In order to ensure that all students receive a Valentine’s Day card, members of Student Council led a school-wide project. They created a paired list of all K-7 students. They wrote letters to teachers explaining the project, delivered materials and sample cards, and facilitated each student making a card for their ‘pair’.
· “Bench for Brayton”

Members of Student Council worked with the PTA to conduct a spaghetti dinner fundraiser. The proceeds were used to purchase a bench for the school.

· “Brayton Reading Day”

Council members created a schedule and paired with all classes in grades PreK–3 to read stories aloud.

· “Pajama Day’s”

Council members used their math and organizational skills to run two pajama days as fundraisers for the Friendship Center Food Pantry. They collected nearly $700.
Daigle, Karen – “School Store”

Sixth and seventh graders in a Middle Ground Advisory Group ran a school store selling inexpensive school supplies to fellow students. Proceeds were donated to a fund to help purchase recess equipment. 

Daigle, Karen; Puleri, Liz – “Jump Rope for Heart/Hoops for Heart”

Through their health and physical education curriculum, students in grades K-7 learned about the work of the American Heart Association, the benefits of physical activity and ran a fundraiser on behalf of the Heart Association. A total of $1,374 was raised and donated to the American Heart Association.
~DeLaurentis, Paula – “Garden Mosaics”

Students in summer science camp applied science and math skills as they cultivated and harvested produce from the school garden for donaton to the Berkshire Food Project.

Dzierga, Rosemarie – “Bucket Fillers”

Grade K and 1 students in the 21st CLC after school program named “The Bucket Fillers” strive to do kind things for others. They learned about bullying and how to help. They decorated the school with anti-bullying posters. In order to help attract parents to attend a special parent presentation on bullying prevention, they performed the song One People with the popular local musician, Terry “a La Berry”. Terry was then inspired to write the song It’s Braver to Be Kind and the Bucket Fillers recorded it with him for an album and a video that can be seen at: http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=FMXV2Rb0gLY. The Bucket Fillers also created a bucket of snowflakes that were sent to the children of Sandy Hook Elementary School.
Fruscio, Joyce; Dodig, Michelle, Czarnecki – “Cuddle Up and Read”

Third grade students conducted a survey with kindergarteners and first graders to learn about their home reading habits and resources. The third graders then worked to organize a Read Aloud Program. They wrote letters for parents, chose and organized books for a borrowing cart, and promoted the program with younger students and their teachers while applying ELA and math skills.

Gallagher, Nancy – “Anti-Bullying Squad”

Seventh grade students in the Brayton Anti-Bullying Squad worked to prevent bullying in their school. They made posters and wrote and produced an anti-bullying Public Service Announcement (PSA). The PSA premiered at the district Parent Presentation on Bullying Prevention and Internet Safety and was broadcast on local TV.

Gallagher, Nancy – “Bullying Prevention”

Sixth grade students in the Middle Ground Group worked with students from Williams College to write and produce a Public Service Announcement with an anti-bullying message. The PSA was shown at the district Parent Presentation on Bullying Prevention and Internet Safety and was broadcast on local TV.
Johnson, Linda – “Brayton Kids for Kindness”

Through discussion and reflection on personal experiences, students in an after school program realized the need for further research to find cures for cancer. Students worked throughout the year planning and running a series of fund-raisers, including a Hat Day. In addition, students organized and participated as a team at the local Relay for Life awareness and fundraising event. 
~Lawson, Robyn; Siracusa, Margaret; Sprague, Brittani – “Healthy Harvesters”

Students in grade 3 work throughout the school year with partners from the Growing Healthy Community Gardening Program and the Berkshire Food Project and learn about the need for food assistance in the local community. Students learn about soil science, plant cycles, weather patterns, nutrition and apply math and ELA skills as they plan, plant and maintain the school garden.  The harvested food is donated to the Berkshire Food Project; over 52 pounds was donated from Brayton during the 2012 season.
Lawson, Robyn – “Cents for Sandy”

Third graders initiated discussion about news photos that they had seen about the damage caused by Hurricane Sandy. They discussed how they might help and used math, ELA and art skills to conduct a series of fundraisers. They raised over $400 through a hat day, lemonade stand and loose change collection. Monies were donated to the American Red Cross Disaster relief Fund and the Humane Society.
*Neville, Linda – “The North Adams Hawthorne Project”

Through their English course, 6th and 7th grade students worked to raise public awareness about author Nathaniel Hawthorne’s 41-day visit to North Adams during the Summer of 1838. Students read the story “Ethan Brand” and researched Hawthorne’s impressions of North Adams by also reading excerpts from his “American Passages” (his published journal). They partnered with the Western Gateway Heritage State Park, Natural Bridge State Park and the North Adams Museum of History and Science. They researched and digitalized historical documents and created displays to provide the public with photos, maps of locations and stories inspired by Hawthorne’s visit. Some of the participating students worked on the project with their mentors from the MCLA Write Stuff program. 
Manville, Erica – “Mindful Artful Community Service”
Sixth and seventh grade students participated in a 21st CCLC after school program creating works of art to address community needs. They displayed work in progress during the Learning Gallery for the Bullying Prevention and Internet Safety Parent Presentation.
Patenaude, Elizabeth – “Believe”

Students in first grade compared book and film versions of Yes, Virginia, learned to distinguish between needs and wants, and wrote letters to Santa to raise funds for the Make a Wish Foundation. Macy’s donated $1 to the Make a Wish Foundation for each letter.
Urban, Liz – “Bullies Anonymous”
Students in the Brayton Drama Team produced the play Bullies Anonymous and performed it to raise awareness about bullying and its prevention, including a performance at the district parent presentation on bullying prevention and internet safety. 

GREYLOCK ELEMENTARY SCHOOL

Gwozdz, Katherine – “Pajama Party and Bedtime Stories”

Students in grades K-7 collected pajamas and storybooks to donate to the Louison House Homeless Shelter. The drive concluded with a school-wide pajama party where families were asked to donate a new pair of pajamas. Students in grades 6 and 7 organized the drive and used ELA, Math and Technology skills to create promotional posters, count items, create graphs and make flyers. Over 200 people attended the party and 124 pairs of pajamas were collected and donated. Students partnered with Scholastic Books who donated new books to the Louison House.  This year, the partnership led to connecting the Louison House as a Receiving Organization (RO) with “Scholastic’s Great Bedtime Story Drive Pajama Program” and they will now be able to request pajamas whenever they need them throughout the year.  
Gwozdz, Katherine – “Greylock Peer Mediators”
Students in grades 4-7 volunteered to serve as peer mediators. They completed two days of training using the evidence-based “Peers Making Peace” program. Teachers and students refer students in conflict for mediation. The Peer Mediators also hosted a display during the dstrict Parent presentation on Bullying Prevention and Internet safety.
Gwozdz, Katherine – “Pennies for Patients”

GES participated for the 14th year in the “Pennies for Patients” program to raise funds for the Leukemia and Lymphoma Society of MA. This year, students were especially motivated to honor a teacher who is in treatment for leukemia. Students collected donations of pennies in their classrooms and graphed progress throughout the drive. They held their third annual ‘Penny Palooza’ fundraiser where they created simple games to play throughout the fun evening event. Students raised over $2000 this year.
Kelly-Whitney, Marie – “ABC Kindergarten Picture Books”
Seventh grade students applied technology, art and ELA skills to assist kindergarteners with letter recognition. They designed and created artful ABC letter books for their kindergarten buddies.
~Kelly-Whitney, Marie; King, Christina – “Garden Mosaics”
Students in grades 2-4 worked to plant and maintain the gardens in the courtyard at Greylock School. Students tracked birds, researched which the relationship between fruit bearing plants and birds, and planted fruit bearing plants to increase pollination and yield. Harvest from the garden is shared with residents of the neighborhood.
*Kelly-Whitney, Marie; King, Christina – “Holy Family Terrace Garden”
Fourth grade students created attractive planters and planted flowers for residents of the neighboring Holy Family Terrace senior housing.  Students studied migratory birds that visit their gardens. Additional students worked on site during the annual spring Community Day of Service facilitated by MCLA.

King, Christina; Oliveri, Sue; and Pecor, Annie – “Greylock Mentors”

Students from the sixth and seventh grade are paired with younger students. They develop ELA and leadership skills as they mentor younger students with reading and social skills.
King, Christina – “Downtown Art Mural – Arnold Print Works Dolls”
Students from 6th and 7th grade in a 21st Century after school program, researched local history and identified a theme to create public art, thereby building a common thread between the history of North Adams and the current influx of artists. Working with partners from Art About Town, students designed a mural depicting fabric dolls that had been designed by local artists and produced by the Arnold Print Works during the 1800’s and are now highly sought after antique collectables. Students are painting the mural on huge concrete posts that support an overpass between downtown and the Museum of Contemporary Art (MoCA), helping to create a beautiful, visual connection between the two areas. MoCA is located in a converted mill complex that had housed Arnold Print Works. 
Rose, Kimberly – “Bullying Trickles Down”
The Greylock Improv Group explored the dynamics of bullying and wrote an original script. To help draw an audience to the event, they performed and then filmed the piece for a showing at the district Parent Presentation on Bullying Prevention and Internet Safety. They also presented a performance at Greylock Elementary School.
SULLIVAN ELEMENTARY SCHOOL

Atwood, Kathy - “Pennies for Patients”

Third grade students used math and ELA skills while conducting a coin drive for the Leukemia and Lymphoma Society to support research needs. Students kept track of how much money was collected by each class and wrote thank you notes to participants. Students collected $1341 for the Leukemia and Lymphoma Society. 
Downey, Staci – “Helping Hands”

Students in a 21st CCLC after school program partner with residents in a nursing home on an ongoing basis. Students learned about the fine motor and social needs of the North Adams Commons residents. They collaborated to determine appropriate projects and activities. They gathered materials and created plans to construct craft projects with their elder partners. They also prepared and presented performances. Residents receive one on one time with children as they participate in a craft project helping their motor skills.  The students learn compassion and empathy, patience and understanding.

Fachini, Shelley – “Can Tabs for Shriners”

The principal leads all students in grades K-7 in collecting aluminum can tabs which are recycled and the proceeds are donated to The Shriners Hospital for Children in Springfield, MA. 

Feeder, Rebecca – “Snowflakes for Sandy Hook”

Students in 6th grade math class created 100 snowflakes to send to the relocated school children impacted by the tragedy at Sandy Hook Elementary School.
Holmes, James – “Greeting Cards for Meals on Wheels”

Students in 6th and 7th grade participated in an ongoing partnership with the Meals on Wheels program. Students created approximately 200 handmade cards for those adults receiving dinners on Thanksgiving Day. They also created cards and wreaths made from construction paper cut outs of students’ hands.
LaRocca, Joan – “Netiquette Tip of the Day”

Students in 7th grade technology class composed and recorded 30 public service announcements.

Each PSA presented a Netiquette Tip of the Day that addressed appropriate ways of communicating online.  The PSAs were broadcast on the local radio station WNAW.

Several students presented the project at the citywide Bullying Prevention and Internet Safety Parent presentation on January 17, 2013 at Brayton School.

LaRocca, Joan – “Cyber-Ethics and Cyber-Safety”

7th grade students used technology and ELA skills to create a Cybersafety/Cyberethics newsletter using Microsoft Publisher.  This was published in the LINCS Parent Center school newsletters to inform parents and students about Netiquette, Online Gaming, Social Networking, and Cyber-Bullying.
LaRocca, Joan – “Sullivan School Summer Activity Calendar”

Grade 5 students saw a need to provide safe activities for children to do during summer vacation. Using Microsoft Publisher calendar templates and Paint programs, students applied art, technology and ELA skills to create a Summer Activity Calendar. The calendar includes a suggested activity for Monday through Friday for July and August 2013 as well as safety tips. The calendars were included in the Brayton, Greylock and Sullivan LINCS Parent Center newsletters.
Joan LaRocca - “Read, Record, Share”

Sixth graders in technology class wrote letters to the school librarian to learn what books are the favorites for students. Using the iBook GarageBand program, the 6th graders read aloud and recorded the books. They then burned the files to CDs.  The books on CDs were given to the librarian, so the students could access them during their weekly library period. 

Saldo-Burke, Anna – “Gifts from the Heart”

Recognizing the contributions of veterans, third grade students applied ELA and art skills to create 300 cards for veterans living at the Soldier’s Home in Holyoke. Students from Molly Meczwor’s AP English class from Drury High School visited the class and assisted the 3rd graders.
Saldo-Burke, Anna; Nelson, Wendy – “Cards for Soldiers”

To thank soldiers for their service to our country, students in third grade organized a school-wide project with all students making greeting cards for soldiers serving overseas. Students used math skills to sort the cards into sets representing a distribution of K-7 students for mailing to different locations. The cards were sent to 270 sailors on a ship patrolling the Atlantic Ocean, 100 United States soldiers in Afghanistan, 70 at NATO, 50 International Soldiers in Afghanistan, and 35 airmen also located in Afghanistan. 
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
