Hamilton

Favored a strong central government

Accepted a loose interpretation of the Constitution

Favored the encouragement of commerce and manufacturing

Found strongest support in the Northeast

Favored close ties with Britain

Emphasized order and stability

Believed winning loyalty of the wealthy to central government was desirable

Thought of national debt as a “blessing”

Viewed common people as dangerous

Opposed states’ rights

Feared “tyranny of the majority”

Favored assuming state debts

Insisted on formation of a National Bank

Viewed excesses of French Revolution as the natural consequence of “mobocracy”

Recognized Supreme Court’s power of judicial review
Jefferson

Emphasized states’ rights

Showed preference for agriculture and rural life

Employed a strict interpretation of the Constitution

Favored in the South and West 

Favored strong ties with France

Stressed civil liberties and trust in people

Believed that government that governs least governs best

Respected majority rule

Endorsed nullification by states of laws deemed unconstitutional

Favored paying off the national debt

Disliked plan to assume state debts

Opposed formation of National Bank
