Sra. Oberhofer-Roehl – rules and procedures
If you don’t adhere to these procedures (which will help to use our time effectively) you’ll lose participation points. Everybody starts with 90 pts. out of 100, you can gain extra points every day. 
1. Enter class, sit down, get all your work materials out (before the bell rings) – then you can chat, if there is time left. Have always all your material with you!
2. If you don’t have your book or other material, immediately ask someone to share with you! You are still responsible to do the work. Be pro-active!!

3. When the bell rings, you start your WARM-UP (usually written on the board) AUTOMATICALLY AND IMMEDIATELY! If there are questions, make sure you let me know right away. Workbooks to do your warm-ups are underneath the desk (blue for Spanish one, black for Spanish three). Make sure you don’t put the folders into your back pack by accident!
4. Pass on papers by rows, count of 10, no individual papers!

5. If I give you something to hand out, get up and hand it out, don’t just pass it back.

6. All eyes are on me and you stop talking when I count from 5-1 and  raise my hand
7. Everything you write needs to have: name, period and date, as well as the assignment page number and activity number, or a title if it is not a book activity (especially free writings need a title you invent)---MLA style!
8. We will be using a binder for the class. Don’t start a new paper every time you do a new activity. Skip a line from the previous day, date it etc. (see #8) and fill up the page front and back. 
9. As long as you participate and speak Spanish, you don’t HAVE to raise your hands to say something, unless you want to or I ask specifically for raised hands. Shouting out is ok (but no profanities or other put downs please!!)

10. Try to keep the bathroom runs to three per semester, I’ll keep track and if you have to leave the classroom more often, you’ll lose participation points.

11. Don’t stop working and don’t pack up until the bell rings or I say that you can stop!

12. Tardy policy, see your agenda

13. If there are any questions, concerns, confusions, errors on my side (which can happen!), please talk to me directly and immediately. I won’t bite! I am more than happy to listen to any suggestions and correct any mistakes on my side if necessary. WE ARE IN THIS TOGETHER (
