Your job is to thoughtfully discuss what you see so that the connection between the visual evidence and the claim feel obvious or “natural.” 
You do not have to write anything or type anything, but please know that these arguments (and others like it) will appear in future quizzes and tests and examinations. 

1. This work of art demonstrates how the artist has sacrificed  realism in the pursuit of mathematical perspective.
2. This work of art best demonstrates the intricate elegant decoration that characterizes the Flamboyant Style.
3. This work of art best demonstrates the artist’s interest in offering the viewer a catalog of textures.

4. This work of art best demonstrates that the artist has attempted to create coherent spatial perspective but no unified single perspective has been achieved. Instead the eye is allowed to wander across the image.
5. In this work the artist has used incident light to create a sense of depth and to reveal the solidity of figures and objects.

6. The artist has linked the specific biblical moment presented in the work to the viewer’s real world by using contemporary clothing to dress the figures.

7. This work of art demonstrates the artist’s fascination with design and flat patterns.
8. This work of art best demonstrates the use of atmospheric perspective.

9. This work of art best demonstrates the artist’s interest in naturalistic details that is characteristic of the International Style.
