Unit 1 Title Page
As the final assignment for each unit in your interactive notebook, you will create a “frame” that 
demonstrates your understanding of the geographic, political, economic, religious, 
and social structures of the founding of America.   Remember:  the purpose of this title page 
is to demonstrate the depth of your understanding of the material.
How do I get started?

1. First you will need to create a frame that encompasses the entire page that will become your title page.  You may either draw your “frame” by hand (using a straight edge, of course) or you may choose to computer generate the “frame”.  Either way, the frame needs to fill the entire page in order to leave plenty of room for your written and visual entries
2. Second, in the center of the frame you will place the title of the unit- Foundations of America.  You may add visuals and/or graphics to help clarify your title.
3. Third, consider key elements in our study of the foundations of America.  Group them according to the following topics:  contributions, convergence, origins and parallels.  Do you see any patterns?
4. Organize these patterns into four sections to form the frame. 
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What comes next?
5. Now that you have familiarized yourself with the topic, consider how you will organize the patterns that you noticed.  Consider:
· Contributions.  For example: 
What ideas or concepts from the founding fathers are still in place today? What documents are still used today? What views from the forefathers have shaped the American identity?
· Convergence.  For example:

What key historic figures were necessary for the founding of America? Who were they? What were their important beliefs that shaped the creation of the nation?
· Origins. For example:

What were the origins of the colonies? Why did people move to the colonies and new nation? Where did the founding fathers take many of their ideals from? Who was inspiration to the new nation? What documents did we shape our documents after?
· Parallels. For example:
Who else has been inspired by American documents and the fight for independence? Why was American independence so important? What ideals does our country pride itself on that other countries dream of?
6. Finally, using the model, create your own “frame” with writing and images that address the dimensions of the foundations of America.
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
