This 4th quarter project has been simmering in the back of mind for the last 3 quarters.  At this time, I think I finally figure out what that project is!  It is a big one because it is cumulative…meaning it encompasses the ENTIRE  year!  Scared?  Don’t be!  I think you are going to like this!  Well here it is!

Scenario: Publish a book!  You and a partner have been rewarded a contract to publish a book designed for intermediate students (grades 6-8).  Because the organization “Biology for Ordinary People” is paying to have the book published, your book has to specifically cover topics covered in biology (this biology course).  There is also another twist.  They required you to create a book called “The ABC’s of Biology” that obviously address topic from A through Z.  In addition to that…is has to be digital!  Read on to find out why.
Required Elements 

· Title page with illustrations and you and your partner’s name and period.
· Pictures borrowed from the internet must be cited!  Copy and paste the entire web address directly beneath the picture in the smallest font possible.
	· Cover each letter of the alphabet (A - Z)

· Title of each page (Example: A is for Autotroph, B is for Bacillus….M is for methylene blue, etc)

· Minimum of 4 complete sentences written for each letter (includes the definition)…IN YOUR OWN WORDS!

· Illustration(s) and/or photo(s) for each letter (in color) –if taken from the internet; must be cited.  Copy and paste the entire web address directly beneath the picture in the smallest font possible.
· 6 processes must be covered in the book under its appropriate letter

· 6 examples of digital media.  It can include any of the following (any 6 but try to mix it up): 

· A short movie clip, an animation, a song (can be sung by you or find one), etc.
· Digital!  Create your book using your website, Glogster, iMovie, Movie maker, PowerPoint etc.
