You and up to 2 other people will take the concept of photosynthesis and/or cellular respiration and create a song!
The song has to have at least 3 versus and a chorus, every lyric is of equal length and the song glides smoothly.  Your song should demonstrate an understanding of photosynthesis and/or cellular respiration.
