MLA Format Tips
In-text citations
1. Period follows the in-text citation.

2. Use the author’s last name only—if there is an author.

3. Article titles go in quotation marks.

4. Follow conventions for capitalization.

Works cited
5. Center the title “Works Cited.”

6. Works Cited should not be in bold, underlined, in bigger font.

7. Works Cited should be listed in alphabetical order.

8. Works Cited should be in the same font as the rest of the paper (Times New Roman, 12-pt font) and
9. Use a hanging indent for the Works Cited but no spaces in between entries.

10. Spell out dates in Works Cited.

11. Double space Works Cited.

12. No numbering or bullet points Works Cited.

13. Remove hyperlinks.

14. List last name first in Works Cited.

15. Italicize the title of the website

16. Spell out name of institution or organization that created website.

17. Works Cited should not be a separate document, but at the end of your paper.

18. Make sure the whole paper including the Works Cited is in Times New Roman and evenly double spaced
