4. Create a plot diagram for the book. 
5. Conduct a character analysis for George and Lennie.
· Protagonist or Antagonist

· Static or Dynamic

· Flat or Round

· Draw a picture of each

6. Discuss the conflicts of the book.

· Are they internal or external?

· Are they resolved? How?

7. What are examples of foreshadowing that you found?
8. Discuss in depth the relevance of the title.
9. Discuss the theme of this book and how it relates to your life or society.
10. Design a book jacket of your own on the cover of the folder.

· It should include an attractive picture or cover design, an original summary of the book (that YOU have written), information on the author and illustrator, and information about other books by the author.

12. Choose your favorite passage from the book. Copy it down and discuss what you found appealing about it.
