English 3-4 A: Second Quarter Outside Reading and SSR Book
The Book:

· English/European/World subject matter or author

· Non-fiction / of literary merit 
· 200-300 pages
· Have your book by Monday, December 5th
· Bring your book with you everyday 
· Do not choose any book you’ve read before
· Commit to a book after the first week—you have a one week to “audition” a book
SSR days:
· Official days are Monday and Friday, but also after tests, quizzes, downtime—best to have with you everyday 
· Be SSR ready when the bell rings—get comfortable, have book open, sink into it
· Read and sustain your reading for 10-15 minutes. 
· Write a 1/2 page response in your Composition Book and keep a log of your responses. Remember to vary the way you respond from the 50 different ways). No summarizing!
Other notes:

· If you have an excused absence you may make up a SSR day by reading at home for 15 minutes and having a parent sign your response in your log. 

· SSR goes into your overall participation grade. 

· There are random checks of SSR books but mostly you are expected to bring your book on your own. Use the time given in class to read and pace yourself so you can finish by the end of the quarter, reading outside of class if necessary. You only have about 8 weeks to finish the book!
