Assignment: How to speech   
Due date:  5/26 (periods 1 and 5)

Late projects lose 10 points a day
Objective: Students will use ustedes commands to give a how to speech.

Procedure

1. Choose something that you are good at that can be broken down into at least six steps but no more than ten.

2. Find the vocabulary you will need (nouns, verbs, etc.)

3. Convert the verbs you will use to tell your audience what to do into ustedes commands, since you will be addressing the whole class and not just one person.

4. Prepare a presentation showing your steps.  You must provide appropriate pictures or illustrations of each step.  This may be accomplished in one of four ways:

a.  A powerpoint  (one step per slide with picture for each slide, minimum  of six not including title or ending slide)

b. Posterboard (six steps with one picture for each step, neat appearance on posterboard. please)

c. A film clip (if you choose this option you will receive 50% extra credit. Please submit burned on a DVD, in a wmv file. Flash drive should also work for this. You may also post it on your personal website. See #4)
d. A website (the pictures must feature you or I will assume you plagiarized from the Internet) I will give 50% extra credit for this as well. Please provide the link.
