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The Scenario:  Various tourist attraction sites over the United States are suffering like our economy.  A big push for advertising all across the nation is occurring and your company needs to join in or be left behind!  Businesses across America are sending their best representatives to attend the Tourist Cell Convention in Washing D.C. and you and your team have been selected to attend and “sell” your Tourist Cell Attraction.
The Project Requirements:

· Choose either a plant or an animal cell. 

· Turn this cell into a place that someone can visit. Examples: Hotel, Ski resort, Amusement park, museum, factory, school, mall, etc. 

· Use various textbooks and internet resources to research, information on the cell and its organelle functions and to find graphics of cells, organelles, processes and pictures of your “place”.
· Produce a website to entice people to visit your cell attraction. Add it to your website with a link to second quarter project. REMEMBER!  You must include a real graphic of every organelle you use as well as a graphic of what it is at your cell attraction. 
· The homepage of the website must should include the name of your cell tourist site and a graphic the tourist attraction. It should be attractive and eye catching. Remember you want people to visit your cell! 

· The set up of the links to the other pages on your website is up to you.  
· Describe the structure and function of at least 8 cell organelles or processes using creative and humorous analogies based on what the part or process would be at your attraction. Don't simply state the cell part function.  
· Bad Example... The lysosome uses digestive enzymes to breakdown old or damaged organelles, bacteria, and or viruses.

· Good Example... “ While staying at our resort please remember to tip our Lysosome ladies generously. They are the best cleanup crew around. They use special digestive enzyme cleaning agents to destroy any dirt or grime!”
· Bad Example... The nucleus is the brain of the cell that directs all cellular activities.

· Good Example...  Be sure to stop by the Nucleus History Attraction that walks you through the history of how Cell World Amusement Parks began.  You can read about how the creator, Brian Nucleus, came up with the entire Cell World Park design and how he designated various groups and organizations to follow through with building of his dream amusement park.  
· Be sure to use all pages!
· Use correct spelling and grammar throughout the project. An exception might be if you alter the name of a cell part slightly for creative purposes. Ex: Lysolady = Lysosome. 

· Humor & creativity are strongly encouraged! 

· Everyone turns it in!  Although this is a group project, everyone must have a link to the group webpage on your own website.  Website and presentations being on ____________________ 
· You have 3 weeks to complete this project.  Therefore, if you procrastinate and wait the night before and run into technical difficulties…YOU CANNOT USE A TECHNOLOGY PASS!  You will receive ZERO POINTS for the assignment if it is not turned in on time.  DO NOT PROCRASTINATE PEOPLE!

· Due Friday, 10/22 draft 1 of the website.  All 4 pages must have the following requirements:
· a temporary title (change as needed)

· buttons for each webpage on every page (see below)
