“The General Prologue” from The Canterbury Tales Character Illustration
(20 points)
· Use a piece of construction paper or small posterboard. Choose one of the pilgrims from “The Prologue” of The Canterbury Tales and write their name at the top of your paper in such a way that it reflects his or her character. 
· Draw a picture of your character using markers, crayons, or colored pencils (no pencil should be visible in the final product) that reflects the description given. This is not a test of your artistic abilities. What’s important is effort and being true to portrait Chaucer draws of them using words.  
· Write a paragraph about the character (either typed or neatly handwritten). Begin with a topic sentence that makes a clear argument about their character/personality based on the text. Follow with a more specific claim that introduces the first quote. Follow with a quote. Include at least one transition sentence and introduce the 2nd quote with a specific claim. Follow each quote with your own commentary and analysis. Quote integration: you should integrate each quote differently, one blending into your own sentence, the other set up with a complete sentence and a colon. Use brackets and ellipses as needed. Use slashes to show where the lines end. Don’t forget citations using the line number(s.) End with a strong conclusive statement.
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
