· Take a walk outside, alone, and find something in nature to be the object of your undivided attention, whether bird, tree, flower, bird, or insect.

· Describe it in great detail: use imagery that reflects all the senses—sight, touch, taste, sound, smell, movement.

· Use figurative language (metaphors, similes, personification, symbols, etc.) and sound devices to make your description fancy.
· After you have described your natural object in detail, describe the emotions it inspires in you.
