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Materials:

Napkin   

Bread

Knife            

Peanut Butter

Jelly

Instructions:
1. Lay Napkin on the counter.

2. Pick up bread bag with left hand.

3. Take right hand and untie the twisty tie.

4. Set the twisty tie on the counter.
5. Reach with your right hand into the bread bag.
6. Pull out two slices of bread.
7. Let go of bag.
8. Lay both slices of bread on the napkin next to each other.
9. Grab Peanut Butter jar with right hand.
10. Hold right hand tightly and twist the cap counter clock wise with your left hand.

11. Remove cap

12. Set jar and lid down. 

13. Pick up knife with your right hand.

14. Hold peanut butter jar with left hand

15. Take your right hand and scoop up some peanut butter with the knife.

16. Set down the peanut butter jar.

17. Hold the corners of one slice of bread with your left hand.

18. Evenly spread the peanut butter on that slice.

19. Remove your hand from the bread.

20. Wipe the excess peanut butter off the knife and into the peanut butter jar.

21. Set down knife

22. Grab jelly jar with your right hand.

23. Hold the jar tightly and twist the cap counter clock wise with your hand.

24. Remove cap.
25. Set the jar and lid down.
26. Pick up the knife.
27. Hold jelly jar with left hand.

28. Take your right hand and scoop up some jelly with the knife.
29. Set down the jelly jar.
30. Hold the corners of the plain bread.

31. Evenly spread the jelly on that slice.

32. Remove your hand from bread.
33. Wipe up the excess jelly off the knife and into the jar.

34. Set the knife down.

35. Take the jelly slice and place it on top of the peanut butter slice so that the peanut butter and jelly are on the inside of the sandwich.
Assignment

Come up with your own simple task, such as changing a tire, making a sundae, hooking up a computer, etc. You must have at least 5 materials and at least 15 steps to complete the task. This will meet your technical writing requirement, as well as check your word processing skills. Therefore, your heading should be in 12 pt Times New Roman, your title in an 18 pt word art format and centered, “Materials” in a 14 pt bold and italics, the actual materials in at least 2 columns using any fonts, the “Instructions” bold and underlined in a 14 pt font, and the actual instructions numbered and using at least 3 different fonts. Also, you must have a Header (last name pg #).
