Writing About a Piece of Evidence in Lord of the Flies by William Golding
· Your work must be typed and double spaced. Use the model below to guide your formatting.

· This writing assignment is worth 50 points in the writing/test portion of your grade.
· This work is due at the beginning of class.

You have been assigned both a claim and a choice of evidence. You must write a rich paragraph in which you begin with the claim you have been given and then support the claim with direct textual evidence culled from the passage itself.

Your paragraph should follow this formula:
1. begin with the claim you have been given

2. explain the above claim by restating the claim in your own words; you might want to focus on key words or ideas in the claim

3. identify the speaker and provide context for the evidence

4. provide direct textual evidence (words or phrases) from the evidence which supports the claim

5. make sure that you restate this evidence so that it is clear how you are reading this language

6. make sure that you explicitly discuss how this direct textual evidence creates meaning (why does it support the claim?)

7. finish by restating the claim

If you are missing any of these elements, your grade will suffer like the thief from The Road.

Claim: In the novel The Lord of the Flies, Golding uses the “Beast” to signify the power that can be constructed because of and through fear.
Choose one piece of evidence.
Evidence #1:

“‘Fancy thinking the Beast was something was you could hunt and kill!’ said the head. For a moment or two the forest and all the other dimly appreciated places echoed with the parody of laughter. 

‘You knew, didn’t you? I’m part of you? Close, close, close! I’m the reason why it’s no go? Why things are what they are?’” (143).

Evidence #2:

“’He came--disguised. He may come again even though we gave him the head of our kill to eat. So watch; and be careful’” (160).
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
