1) Write the title of the article, the author, the date of publication, and in what newspaper this article was published.

2) What was the crime being described in the article? 


Provide the following information:

a) What was the original crime that occurred?  Who was the victim?

b) When did the original crime take place?

c) Where did the original crime take place?

d) Who was accused of committing the original crime?

e) What was the evidence used to convict the original suspects of the crime?

f) List any key eyewitnesses and/or physical evidence linking the suspects to the crime.

g) Were there any other people important to the outcome of the case?  What was his/her/their contribution to the case?  What analysis did he/she/they provide?

h) What was the outcome of the original case?  Were the suspects convicted?

3) According to the article, were the suspects rightly convicted of this crime?  What information in the article confirms this for you?

4) Have there been any updates to the case since the original conviction?  List all the updates.

5) What happened to each of the suspects convicted in the case?  Describe this for each suspect.

6) If you were put in charge of this case, list at least 3 questions you would want to ask the person that wrote this article to help you solve the case.
