Huck Finn Prompt 
 
Mark Twain wrote the Adventures of Huckleberry Finn as a Realist work satirizing the 19th century American South’s greed, hypocrisy, ignorance, as well the institution of slavery.  Though the novel is written as a Realist work, one can make the argument that our protagonist Huck Finn exhibits the characteristics of a Romantic Hero.  In a well organized essay you will argue that Huck Finn is a Romantic Hero or that he does not meet the qualifications of one. Your essay should include a captivating introduction with a thesis, three body paragraphs citing direct dialogue and/or events from the text, and an insightful conclusion. You will be graded on fluidity, correct grammar & punctuation, and correct citation as well.  

Remember that a Romantic Hero is: 

· often young,
·  innocent and pure of purpose

·  has a sense of honor based on higher principles

·  prefers to spend time in nature 
· has knowledge of people and life based on an intuition 
· often searches for a higher truth
