Stress Rules

1. Words which end in a vowel, or n or s, have the sílaba tónica on the next to last syllable.

Examples: pa|sa, me|sa, cin|co, ri|mo, al|to, ma|dre,

hi|jo, re|pi|ta, con|tes|ten, her|ma|nos

2. Words which end in a consonant, except n or s, have the sílaba tónica on the last syllable.

Examples: es|pa|ñol, ca|mi|nar, re|al, ha|blar,

ge|ne|ral, mi|tad Or|tiz.

3. Words that do not follow these rules will have a written

accent over the sílaba tónica:

Examples: co|ra|zón, lás|ti|ma, fá|cil, te|lé|fo|no,

Gó|mez, Ló|pez, a|de|más, a|pren|dí. ha|bló.
