1. feudalism - the dominant social system in medieval Europe, in which the nobility held lands from the Crown in exchange for military service, and vassals were tenants of and protected by the nobles.
2. administer -  To have charge of; manage. 
3. ordeal - a primitive method of determining a person's guilt or innocence by subjecting the accused person to dangerous or painful tests believed to be under divine control.
4. innovation - a new method, idea, product, etc.
5. shire - a former administrative district of England; equivalent to a county.
6. royal justices – a judge sent and authorized by the king.
7. precedent - a law established by following earlier judicial decisions.
8. common law - a law established by following earlier judicial decisions.
9. Magna Carta - a charter or contract of liberty and political rights signed by King John of England in 1215.
10. monarch - a nation's ruler or head of state usually by hereditary right.
11. due process of law - the principle that a person cannot be deprived of life or liberty or property without appropriate legal procedures.
12. levy - a charge imposed and collected
13. Parliament - The national legislature of various countries, especially that of the United Kingdom, made up of the House of Lords and the House of Commons.

14. rally - gather or bring together.
15. burgesses – leading citizens of towns.
16. consolidate - bring together into a single whole.
17. power of the purse –the right to approve expenses.
18. House of Lords - The upper house of Parliament in the United Kingdom, made up of members of the nobility and high-ranking clergy. 
19. House of Commons - the elected chamber of Parliament in the UK.
20. assert -  insist on having one's opinions and rights recognized.

21. divine right - The doctrine that monarchs derive their right to rule directly from God and are accountable only to God. 
22. advocates - a person who pleads for a cause or puts forward an idea.
23. challenge - questioning a statement and demanding an explanation.  A formal objection.
24. legislation - the act of making or enacting laws.
25. tyranny – a government in which a single ruler has all the power.
26. landmark – One of the most important events, changes, or discoveries that influence someone or something.
27. revenue – taxes collected by the government.
28. grievance – a formal complaint.
29. Habeas corpus – The accused of a crime has the right to be preset at his trial.
30. Constitutional Monarchy – A monarchy in which the ruler’s power is limited by law.
