Debate Group I – Present Evidence/Make Argument – 2 Minutes

Round Three

Debate Group I – Make Argument/Rebuttal – 1 Minute

Debate Group II – Make Argument/Rebuttal – 1 Minute

Round Four - Crossfire

You have 2 minutes to argue with, through, and over your opponents.  Make your point but do not be rude!

Debate Group I – Final Summation (Summary) – 1 Minute

Round Six

Jury (Rest of Class) Asks Questions for the Debaters – 4 Minutes
