Ejemplos:

Hablar = habla

Dormir = duerme
♫ Irregulars:  
ten, ven, pon, sal, di, sé, ve, haz

Ten= have    ven= come       pon= put    Sal = leave 

Di = tell     sé = be    ve = see/go         haz=do/make

	How to form them:
	Pronouns go in front of
the negative command

	1. Take the yo form of the present tense

2.  Drop the o
3.  To an –AR verb add es
To an ER/-IR verb add as

Ej: tener         tirar

1. tengo        tiro

2. teng          tir

no tengas        no tires
♫ Irregulars:

1.  ser =  no seas así
2. ir = no vayas allí

3. estar = no estés enojado
4.  dar =  no me des nada a mí
(saber = no sepas)
	*Put the pronoun in front of the command
1. With reflexives:

No te acuestes        = don’t sleep

2. With other pronouns: 

No le hables = don’t talk to him/her       

No me los des = don’t give them to me
No se la digas  = don’t tell it to her/him/them

* GO Verbs ending in  -guir:   gu SYMBOL 240 \f "Wingdings" g    jugar=juego      no juegues = don’t play  
* ZCO verbs ending in -cer o -cir  after a vowel c SYMBOL 240 \f "Wingdings" zc   conocer = conozco      no conozcas = don’t meet
