Conclusion 

· The conclusion restates the thesis and main points of the essay
· The conclusion has “big picture” sentences that identify the reader’s insights or general observations about the essay’s topic/theme. 
Grammar

· I have read the essay out loud to check for grammatical/spelling errors
· I have looked up the spelling of words I am uncertain of in the dictionary 
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
