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	1. There was no separate executive branch to carry out the laws of Congress


	

	2. There was no national judiciary to handle offenses against the central government’s laws and to settle disputes between states.


	


	3. Congress did not have the power to levy taxes, It could only requisition, or request, contributions from the states.


	


	4. Congress could not regulate interstate and foreign commerce.


	

	5. The states, as well as congress, had the power to coin money.


	

	6. Congress was in no position to support an army and navy, since it could not collect taxes. It had to depend on the support of states militias.


	

	7. It was difficult to pass laws under the articles, since at least nine states had to approve each.


	

	8. The requirement of unanimous consent of all the states made amendment of the articles almost impossible.
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
