Extra Credit (25 points)

Play / Movie Review

After watching the movie or play, keep your ticket or program and staple it to the back of your journal report.  Type it up and turn it in within one week of the event. 

Write a journal entry in which you describe the event you attended.  Which showing did you attend?  Who did you attend with?  Who else was at the event?  In your journal, include a description or explanation of two or three of the following:

· State an important problem that one character is faced with.  Tell whether he or she solves the problem successfully or not.  Why does he or she do it?

· How are the things that happen in the play or movie more or less exciting, interesting, complicated, depressing, or inspiring?

· How does the play or movie show that people are responsible to each other?

· Show how people in the play or movie suffer or prosper because of devotion to ideals or principles they hold.

· Which character gives the best example of moral courage?

· Do you have more sympathy for one of the characters than you have for the others?  Why?

· Which character is most liked by the others?  Why?

· Which actors performed their roles the best?  Which did not do as well?  Why?

· What technical aspects of the production did you think were impressive, or not?

As you conclude your journal entry, reflect on how you feel about the play or movie and whether or not you recommend it to others and why.

Turn in your journal with your movie ticket stub or the play program stapled to the back.
