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You will assume the role of an English journalist in 1830 and write an editorial in the London Times newspaper that comments on whether the Industrial Revolution improved life for people or made it worse, and that suggests ways to address the problems created by it. Your editorial will be based on the information provided in class.
	
	Your editorial should be structured this way:

	
	Introduction: Provide a brief introduction to the Industrial era from 1750 to 1830, and state whether you think the overall effects of the Industrial Revolution on individuals and society are mostly positive, mostly negative, or mixed.

	
	Positive effects: Include a paragraph or section that explains the positive effects of the Industrial Revolution on individuals and/or society.

	
	Negative effects: Include a paragraph or section that explains the negative effects of the Industrial Revolution on individuals and/or society.

	
	Suggestions for improvement: Include a paragraph or section that explains your recommendations about how to fix the negative effects of the Industrial Revolution.

	
	Include references to at least six different aspects of the Industrial Revolution.

	
	Include a drawing, graph, quote, or cartoon that illustrates one of the main ideas of the editorial.

	
	Support your points of view with as much historical evidence as possible.

	
	Comment on your evidence by appealing to the reader emotionally, ethically and logically.

Type your final draft and format it to look like a newspaper article.
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
