How to make a crossword
1. Go to  www.discoveryeducation.com
2. Click on the “puzzlemaker” link.

3. Click on “Criss- Cross”

4. Follow steps 1 – 4 on the page. For step 4, make sure you put the word that will be in the crossword first and then the clue. If the word in the puzzle is more than one word, write it as one word. For example, “tan pronto como” would be written as “tanprontocomo”.

5. After you have made the puzzle, right click the puzzle squares and choose “Save Picture As”. Save it in the My Pictures folder

6. Open a Microsoft Word file. Drop to where it says “Picture” and choose the “from file” option. This will take you to the My Pictures folder. Click on the crossword you saved. This will paste the crossword on the Word file. Then, go back to the puzzle and copy and paste the clues onto the word file.
7. You may need to shrink the puzzle to fit the page. To do this, right click the puzzle and choose “Format Picture”. In the “Format Picture”. Choose the “Size” tab. Adjust the size using the height and with boxes.
