Directions: You will prepare the dialogues in class with a partner, which you will perform in front of your classmates.  The dialogues need to be typed and I will need two copies: 

The first copy will be graded for accuracy. As you work on your dialogue in class, you may ask me to check and see if you have written the dialogue correctly. I will NOT be posting samples on the web.

The second copy I will use as you are performing the dialogue to see if you have memorized it.

Grading: I will count the percentage of words correct and multiply by forty. For example, if you have eighty percent of the words correct I will multiply  .80 x  40  to get 32 points.

Juan Carlos:   What do you wish for your birthday.

Alan:  I wish for a new car.

Juan Carlos:   What type of car do you want.

Alan:  I wish that my parents will buy me a Yugo.  What do you wish.

Juan Carlos:  I wish that Mr. Reyburn will not give a test this week.

Alan:  Why do you wish that Mr. Reyburn will not give a test?

Juan Carlos:  I hate tests. They are hard and boring.

Alan: What do you wish that Mr. Reyburn does instead.

Juan Carlos. I want him to bring a clown and a magician for a magic show.

Eric:   Darrell,  Mr. Reyburn’s test is next period and I did not study. What do I do.

Darrell:  I advise you to review before the test. Mr. Reyburn always gives us time to review. He is such a nice teacher.

Eric:   What will I do if I flunk?

Darrell:  I advise you to talk to Mr. Reyburn and ask him if you can retake the test another day.  It is necessary that you give good reasons for retaking the test.

Eric:  What do I do if he says no?

Darrell: You can beg that he not give you a bad grade. After all, he is such a nice teacher.

Eric:   Do you suggest that I talk to him today or tomorrow.

Darrell: I suggest that you talk to him tomorrow.

Ja’nai:    Angela, do you think that Mr. Reyburn will cancel the test.

Angela: I doubt that he will cancel the test. He is such a mean teacher.

Ja’nai: I don’t believe that he is mean. He is always nice to me.

Is it possible that you need to change your attitude.

Angela: I don’t think that I need to change my attitude.  I am a nice person.

Ja’nai:  It may be that you don’t understand Mr. Reyburn.

Angela: He gives a lot of notes. His tests are hard and he always makes us conjugate.
Ja’nai:   It could be that you are burned out and need a rest.

Angela: You are probably right.

Terry:    I don’t think that Mr. Reyburn is here today. I hope that there is no test.

Anthony:  I doubt that there won’t be a test.  Besides, it is not certain that he is absent.

Terry: I hope that he is absent.  I don’t believe that he is going to give us a test on the subjunctive so soon.

Anthony: I doubt that the test will be too hard.  After all, Mr. Reyburn is a nice teacher.

Terry:  I don’t think that he should give us the test today. It is too early in the semester for a test.

Anthony:  It is doubtful that he will cancel the test because you think it is too early in the semester.

Terry:  I’m not sure that I am going to pass.   I doubt that the test will be as easy as you think.

Anthony:  It might be that you are nervous. Don’t worry. After all, Mr. Reyburn is a nice teacher.
