In [the] West Imperialism emerged with rise of modern national states and age of exploration and discovery; and term is normally restricted to this modern type of empire building.  Through colony European hegemony was introduced by force, with an assumed superiority over native people.  Spanish and Portuguese built “trading” empires, British and French true “settlement” empires, all motivated by Mercantilism.  U.S. spread westward with idea of manifest destiny, but was not an empire until Spanish-American War. British and French empires have gradually loosed their hold upon dependent nations as agitation for nationalism has spread.”
