“Industrialism and Race to Empire”

Textbook: Modern World History - Chapter 9: The Industrial Revolution
Standard 10.3: Students analyze the effects of the Industrial Revolution in England, France, Germany, Japan, and the United States. 

1. Analyze why England was the first country to industrialize.
2. Examine how scientific and technological changes and new forms of energy brought about massive social, economic, and cultural change (e.g., the inventions and discoveries of James Watt, Eli Whitney, Henry Bessemer, Louis Pasteur, Edison). 


3. Describe the growth of population, rural to urban migration, and growth of cities associated with the Industrial Revolution. 
4. Trace the evolution of work and labor, including the demise of the slave trade and the effects of immigration, mining and manufacturing, division of labor, and the union movement. 

5. Understand the connections among natural resources, entrepreneurship, labor, and capital in an industrial economy. 

6. Analyze the emergence of capitalism as a dominant economic pattern and the responses to it, including Utopianism, Social Democracy, Socialism, and Communism. 

7. Describe the emergence of Romanticism in art and literature (e.g., the poetry of William Blake and William Wordsworth), social criticism (e.g., the novels of Charles Dickens), and the move away from Classicism in Europe. 

Essential Questions;
1. Why did the Industrial Revolution begin in England?

2. How did the Industrial Revolution bring about social, economic and cultural change in everyday life?

3. How did the Industrial Revolution impact economic, political, and intellectual patterns and thought?

Essential Vocabulary Terms:

1. capitalism: an economic system bases on private ownership and on the investment of money in business ventures in order to make a profit.
2. labor union: organization that works for its member’s interests concerning pay, working hours, health coverage, fringe benefits, other job related matters
3. pollution: harmful waste
4. romanticism: an early 19th century movement in art and thought, which focused on emotion and nature rather than reason and society.
5. social Darwinism: the application of Charles Darwin’s ideas about evolution and “survival of the fittest” to human societies – particularly as justification for imperialist expansion.
6. social reform: changes in society for the better.
7. socialism: an economic system in which the factors of production are owned by the public and operate for the welfare of all.
8. urbanization: the growth of cities and the migration of people into them.
9. Industrial Revolution: The shift, beginning in England during the 18th century, from making goods by hand to making them by machine.
10. factors of production: the resources – including land, labor, capital – that needed to produce goods and services.
