· Include 2 items each from the columns below—i.e. 2 from Setting, 2 from Plot, 2 from Character, 2 from Theme, 2 from Literary Devices/Figurative Language. Use one or two slides per column.

· Prepare handwritten notes beforehand on each of your talking points. For any passages quoted from the book, make sure to include an in-text citation with the complete source information at the end under the title Works Cited. 

· The PowerPoint is meant to provide a visual for your presentation—so put pictures and graphics in it! Make sure the font is big and colorful. DO NOT cram the slides with paragraphs of information. Use bullet points and sentence fragments in the slides. When you present you should have more to say and be able to expand on what’s in the PowerPoint. Use notecards if you need to, so you are not reading from the Ppt.
· Some ideas/suggestions for visuals—the setting of your book, the author, the cover of the book, stills from a movie version, diagrams or anything else that would enhance your audience’s understanding of your book and make your presentation more entertaining.

· Include a 5-question, multiple-choice quiz at the end of your presentation about your book, with the answers on a subsequent slide.
· You will have one period to prepare your written notes on Friday, November 5th.

· PowerPoints are due Monday, November 8th—bring either in a flash drive or send to my email: zskalkottas@mbusd.org.
· Presentations will start Tuesday, November 9th.
Reminder: This is a major assignment. The content for the written and spoken components of this assignment should be your own work entirely. You should not refer to any outside sources, apart from your outside reading book itself, in the preparation of this presentation. If you feel that you need to use an outside source for the written portion of your presentation, check with me first. I’m not concerned about visuals if they are in the public domain.
