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I. Course Description

Students will be working in the following mathematical areas:  

· The Number System, Expressions and Equations, Ratios and Proportional Relationships, and Geometry and Statistics. 

Students will also be engaging in the Mathematical Practices of the Common Core, which include:

· Making sense of problems and persevering in their problem solving approaches, reasoning abstractly and quantitatively, constructing viable arguments and critiquing the reasoning of others, modeling with mathematics, using appropriate tools strategically, attending to precision, looking for and making use of structure and looking for and expressing regularity in repeated reasoning.

VI. Tardy 
Class will always begin as soon as the second bell rings.  A student is tardy if they are not in their seat when the bell rings.
VII. Absent Work
Students that were absent should go to the class website to find out what work they missed. Students will need to show me their make-up work with the word ABSENT written at the top.  When it comes to making up class activities, presentations, quizzes, or tests, it is your responsibility to see me to make the necessary arrangements.

1. Have and maintain an organized notebook and student planner
2. Complete all class-work and homework
3. Have the required materials with you at all times

4. If you are absent, make-up all missed work
5. Do test corrections on all problems that you missed on assessments
6. Always ask questions if you don’t understand
