Tamaroa:  Cape Cod, Falcon jet

Page 66:


Build suspense - Knockdowns: Radio: 2-3 miles, working?


Tamaroa: 12 hours before arrival


Characters:  Stimpson, Bylander, Leonard


Capitan wants to stay


Tamaroa: arrival – late afternoon, Brudnicki, October 30


Tamaroa’s messages – Falcon – Satori 


Falcon:  Fly cover until daybreak 

H-3: fly in 4-hour shifts until the Tamaroa arrives

Life-raft drop plan:


Jet

Life raft drop


Rafts explode on impact

On scene: 2 H-3, 2 jets, a medium-range cutter, 100 airmen & seamen

Storm:  Pass over in 24 hours


Satori crew rescue: 3 hours until dark


Capitan decides he’s staying – “manifestly unsafe voyage”

Page 70: (Plan Avon from Tamaroa)


Avons – 21 ft inflatable raft



1. Drop off survival suits



2. Come back and pick up the Satori crew



- What goes wrong?

· Avon is lowered half way down and gets hit by a wave and freefalls to bottom of cable

· The “lifting eye” is ripped from the boat

· (Page 71)  Sailboat lands on Avon and punctures (punch a hole) in the Avon.  Three more people need to be rescued

Page 71 - 73: (Plan Rescue Swimmer)

* Rescue swimmer dropped – take people off the Satori one at a time – bring them up on the hoist

Dave Moore: 25 years old, 3 years of experience, first major rescue

-What goes wrong?

· Can’t swim fast enough to Satori
· Send down basket, hit by a 60 ft wave and is unhooked 

Page 74: (( Plan: In-the-Water Pick Up)


Crew jumps out of boat and stay in a group until Moore reaches them


Lifted in basket one at a time


Leonard looses bag of belongings


10 minutes – 5 minutes jump to Sue, 2 minutes jump to Karen, 3 minutes jump to


Leonard
