Significant Passages

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When Isabella Linton Heathcliff escapes from Wuthering Heights by running through the snow to Thrushcross Grange, she is six to seven months pregnant with her son Linton Heathcliff.


Isabella dies when Linton is twelve. Catherine Linton (Catherine II) is one year older than Linton Heathcliff. Hareton is approximately five years older than Catherine II.


Hindley Earnshaw dies in September 1784. Hindley is twenty-seven. He dies six months after his sister, Catherine Earnshaw Linton. Catherine dies in March 1784 when she is approximately eighteen and a half.


Linton Heathcliff will inherit Thrushcross Grange from his uncle, Edgar Linton, because he is the male heir.
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
