1984 Part Three: Reading Log (21 points)
1. Passages: Mark you reading with sections that stand out to you. They might be important, puzzling, curious, provocative, dubious, or well-written—whatever grabs your attention. Paraphrase the passages here for reference and use citations (page numbers in parentheses). You should have at least 1 passage for each chapter and explain why you chose it. (6 points)
2. Reactions/Connections: What were your feelings and responses to this part of the book? Did it remind you of past experiences, people or events in your life? Did it make you think of anything happening in the news in school, in history, or in other stories or books you’ve read? Make at least 3 connections. (3 points)
3. Style: What did you notice about the Orwell’s style and use of language in this section? Look for examples of figurative language and literary devices (juxtaposition, irony, paradox, symbol, flashback, foreshadowing, imagery, etc.). Find at least 3 and explain them. (6 points) 
4. Questions: What questions came to mind while you were reading this story? Were there things you wondered about, doubted, or didn’t understand? Come up with 3 total questions—one that the answer can be found in the text, one more interpretive, and one that goes beyond the text—and answer them. (6 points)
