· Be sure to evaluate two of your sources (primary or secondary) in a way that addresses all aspects of the OPVL.

· The analytical points you make in your research (Section D) should coincide with evidence established in Section B.  Section B is largely description based on a well-organized and clearly written narrative using various sources.  Section D is an analysis of significance of that narrative in relation to the established historiography in that subject area.
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
