Infinitives
An infinitive is the base version of a verb. Infinitives in Spanish end in -ar, -er, and -ir
Ex. cantar- to sing, beber- to drink, escribir- to write

Negatives

Words that express negativity in Spanish
no, ni, nada, nunca

Ex. No me gusta ni patinar, ni correr.

Expressing Disagreement or Agreement

To agree with someone and express similar likes “a mi también” is used.
Ex. Me gusta dibujar.

Que bueno!! A mi también.

To agree negatively about something “a mi tampoco” is used.

Ex. No me gusta ir a la escuela.

A mi tampoco.

Adjectives

In Spanish adjectives always come after the noun and agree in both gender and number.
Ex. Los libros viejos.

La chica alta.

Adjectives that end in -e describe both masculine and feminine nouns.

Ex. Los libros grandes

La chica inteligente.

Adjectivies that end in -dor have a feminine version that ends in -dora.

Ex. Los chicos son trabajadores.

Las chicas son trabajadoras.

Definite and Indefinite Articles
Definite articles are represented by the word el, la, los and las and are the equivalent of “the” in English. They
are used when talking about a specific and identifiable object.

el libro- not just any book; the book

Indefinite articles are represented bu the spanish words un, una, unos, and unas and are the equivilant of “a” and
“an” in English. They agree in number and gender with the noun.

un libro- any book; a book

The verbs Me gusta, and me encanta

Me gusta and me encanta are used to express likes or dislikes of a noun or verb.

Ex. Me gusta caminar. Te encanta escuela.

Gustan or enctan is used when expressing that someone likes multiple of something.
Ex. Acllale gustan las galletas.

Gusta and encanta are always used when expressing that someone likes an activity.
Ex. Atite gusta beber agua.

Me is used to express that “I like” something.

Te is used to express that “you like” something.

Le is used to express that “he, she, it, likes” something.
Nos is used to express that “we like” something.

Les is used to express that “they or you all like” something.

Noun Adjective Agreement/Making Adjectives Plural
Adjectives come after the noun that they are describing. Adjectives always agree in both number and gender.

Use of para
para + infinitive

Para paired with an infinitive is translate as “for the purpose of”

Yo trabajo para ganar dinero.
I work for the purpose making money, or I work to make money.

Nosotros vamos a ir al gimnasio para levantar pesas.
We are going to go to the gym to lift weights.

Asking questions

There are a few words that definitively introduce questions in Spanish.
(Qué?- What? (Adonde?- (To) Where?  ;Con quién?- With whom?
(Coémo?- How?, What? (Donde?- Where? (Quién?- Who?
(Cuantos, as?- How many? (De donde?- From where? ;Cuando?- When?
(Por qué?- Why (Cual?- Which? What?

Questions can also be indicated by the way that the question is asked (voice inflection) or simply by the context.
For yes or no questions a statement may be followed by a ;No? or ;Verdad?.
Example: Ana es muy muy vieja, {No?

Ana is very old. Right?

In order to show possession of objects there are 5 adjectives that are used.

Diminutives

By placing the suffix -ito or -ita on the end of a noun the speaker can indicate that the object is smaller than
normal.
Ex. abeulo---->abuelito; mesa----->mesita; Guillemro------- > Guillermito



Adjectives ending in -isimo

This can be used to the express the opposite of a diminutive but is used with adjectives.
Ex. La clase es aburridisma.

The class is really boring.

Ex. Un perro flojo.

Un perro flojisimo.
