1Oth Grade Honors Summer Project 2010 for Miss Garcia

Congratulations and welcome to the 10th grade honors program at Nogales High School. In preparation for this interesting and demanding course, a summer project is required. This project is due on the first day of school, 2010-2011; late work will be penalized.

Book One: Catcher in the Rye details two days in the life of 16-year-old Holden Caulfield after he has been expelled from prep school. Confused and disillusioned, he searches for truth and rails against the "phoniness" of the adult world. Holden relates his experiences to the reader.

1. Timeline: Read Catcher in the Rye and Create a timeline for the story using a flee map.  
      In the final box in one or two sentences write what you believe is the Author’s message.

· What do you think the author was trying to say through this story?

· What is his message to the world?

Define your author’s message using three to five quotes from the story.

To enhance your map you may add pictures or drawings symbolizing characters places, or important elements of the book.

2. While reading The Catcher in the Rye list ten statements Holden makes about himself, primarily those which begin with “I’m a . . .”  keep track of pages numbers by listing quotes with page #s.
Example:  “I’m a heavy smoker . . .” (Salinger, 5).
3. Bubble map: Pick two characters other then Holden and use map to describe how Holden perceives these people.  

a. Use only adjectives to describe them and use direct quotes to prove your evidence.

b. Make sure that each map has a minimum of five bubbles.  
c. Your map should be attractive and neat. 
d. All quotes must be written on the lines connecting to the bubble, include the page # of the quote.
e. To enhance your map you may add pictures or drawings symbolizing characters places, or important elements of the book.

4. Tree map: Make your map with three branches.

	Setting: The time and place of the story

              This sets the mood and tone of the story
	Set in the 1930s, in a non specific location but traveling on a train with a second rate circus. Also set in an old folks  home.


2. Book cover: Make a book cover for the story folded for times. (8.5 X 14)
a. The front cover should have a picture of your interpretation of the title, the title name and the author.

b. The inside flap should have a summary of the story written by you without giving away the ending.

c.  DO NOT cut and paste from the internet THIS IS PLAGERISIM and will earn you an F. 

d. The back cover should have three inspiring quotes from the story; with author’s name and page #. 
e. The back flap should have information about the author.
f. Also include two or three of your own sentences to inspire and encourage people to read this book. EX. Do you love the circus? Then you will love Like Water for Elephants! This book describes with colorful details the circus life; you will feel that you are there!
3. Vocabulary: Write down at least two new vocabulary words per chapter and look them up.

a) Use a divided circle map to define these words

b) The vocabulary word goes in the center

c) Place the definition in one section of divided circle and choose two other ways to define from the list below

d) Synonym /antonym, illustration, part of speech, context clues, sentence example with word-Extra credit: word origin   

4. Essay: Write a response to literature essay on the novel you choose for book two, NOT on Catcher in the Rye. This essay will focus on analyzing the theme, the message the author is sharing about life. I DO NOT want a book report. 

a. An introductory paragraph: 
1) This will start with a hook: ex. “All humanity is passion; without passion, religion, history, novels, art would be ineffectual” (Honore de Balzac).
2) One or two sentences summarizing the story (Include your author’s name and the name of the book): ex. Two teenage boys find the true meaning of passion and humanity during the Cultural Revolution in China. Dai Sijie, in his book Balzac and the Little Chinese Seamstress, reveals how a book and a young girl transform two lives forever.
3) Finally your theme/thesis; this is what you are trying to prove: ex. These two boys discover how the power and the passion in the written word can change a person’s soul. This is my theme and this is what I will try to prove. 
4) Every word that follows in your essay must connect to this connecting idea.
b. Second paragraph: explain how the conflict reveals the theme.

c. Third paragraph: demonstrate what the characters learn during the story.

d. Fourth paragraph: reflect on what the author feels about the characters and conflict.

e. Conclusion: restate the thesis and summarize the main points. Author’s message and author’s message about life.
A successful paper will reflect the following writing criteria:

	Water for Elephants by Sarah Gruen
No detail is spared in chronicling Jacob’s life when he joins the circus. He finds himself in squalid, filthy, and brutish circumstances. The animals are mangy, underfed or fed rotten food, and abused. Jacob is put in charge of the "menagerie" and all its ills. Uncle Al, the circus owner, is a self-serving, creep. August, the animal trainer, is a certified paranoid schizophrenic. Jacob falls in love with Marlena, August's wife; not his best idea.

Nectar in a Sieve by Kamala Markandaya

Rukmani, a peasant from a village in India, lives a life of constant struggle, yet she is a source of strength for many. At age twelve she marries a man she has never met and moves with him to his rented farmland. Over the years their marriage fills with love, mutual respect, and children.
A Lesson Before Dying by Ernest Gaines

A story about two African American men struggling to attain manhood in a prejudiced society; Jefferson, a barely literate man, though an innocent bystander to a shootout between a white store owner and two black robbers, is convicted of murder. When Jefferson's own attorney claims that executing him would be tantamount to killing a hog, his angry godmother, Miss Emma, turns to teacher Grant Wiggins, Grant Wiggins, the local teacher, pleading with him to gain access to the jailed youth and help him to face his death with dignity.

Bless Me Ultima by Rudolfo Anaya

When a curandera comes to stay with a young boy, he tests the bonds that tie him to his culture and finds himself in the secrets of the past. 
	The Life of Pi by Yann Martel
After a harrowing shipwreck, Pi finds himself adrift in the Pacific Ocean, trapped on a 26-foot lifeboat with a wounded zebra, a spotted hyena, a seasick orangutan, and a 450-pound Bengal tiger named Richard Parker.
Falling Leaves  by Adeline Yen Mah

The author's memoir of life in mainland China and--after the 1949 revolution--Hong Kong is a gruesome chronicle of nonstop emotional abuse from her wealthy father and his beautiful, cruel second wife.
The Alchemist by Paulo Coehello

The charming tale of Santiago, a shepherd boy, who dreams of seeing the world. Santiago learns many lessons during his adventures. He journeys from Spain to Morocco in search of worldly success, and eventually to Egypt, where a fateful encounter with an alchemist brings him at last to self-understanding and spiritual enlightenment.
Peace Like a River by Leif L. Enger

Ruben and 11 year old boy tells the story of when two schoolyard bullies break into his family's house, and big brother Davy guns them down with a Winchester. Shortly after his arrest, Davy breaks out of jail and goes on the lam. Swede is Rube's younger sister, a precocious writer who creates rhymed epics of romantic Western outlawry. Shortly after Davy's escape, Rube, Swede, and their father, a widowed school custodian, hit the road too determined to find their lost outlaw Davy.
Pigtopia by Kitty Fitzgerald
Holly, a lonely adolescent, and Jack, an older man isolated from society due to physical deformities, develop an unlikely friendship built around Jack's obsession with the pigs he rears in secret. Society and fate threaten their secret world.
