Voices Off Policy 

A strict “voices off” policy will be followed in the classroom. Students are expected to “turn off their voices” as soon as they enter the room and for the duration of the period. Students may only communicate using ASL and/or gestures. Likewise, the teacher will only use ASL and/or gestures to conduct all comunication in the classroom.

Definitions

Work: Any activity, homework, quiz, or other graded assignment.

Expressive: This skill is demonstrated when a student is actively producing ASL.

 
        (Ex. Student signs a story; teacher grades how they create the signs)

Receptive: This skill is demonstrated when a students can understand ASL vocabulary. 


       (Ex. Teacher signs a story, students answer comprehension questions) 

Exam: An assessment of the student’s expressive skills.  Must be signed in front of the class. Failure to pass exams will result a failing grade.

Semester Midterm Test: A multiple-choice receptive test. 

Class Conduct: Each grading period, students will receive 100 points in this category. This grade will reflect a student’s conduct in the classroom. This includes, but is not limited to: 

- following school rules (see handbook)

- following class rules (see class website)

- talking in class (see “Voice’s Off Policy”)

- language

- attention

- participation

- behavior

- material checks

Conduct Infractions will be recorded. Points are deducted based on frequency and severity of conduct infractions (1 – 5 points)
