*”formal” = use with adults or people you have just met (ex: usted., ustedes., su, sus)

PRONUNCIATION RULES


1. VOWELS are always pronounced the same in Spanish.  Frase para recordar las vocales:   “¡a, e, i, o, u el burro sabe más que tú!”


2. The letter “k” only exists in words that borrowed from other languages (ie: kilo).  Please do not write any words with “k” in this class.  The word for “what” is spelled “que” not “k”


3. The letter “w” doesn’t exist in Spanish.  The same sound is “güe”


4.  “h” is silent in Spanish – don’t pronounce it.


5. You will pronounce the “h” sound when you see “j” and


“g” before i and e, and


”x” before i and e 


6. These sounds don’t exist in Spanish = v, z, sh, th


7. “v” and “b” are both pronounced like the English “b”


8. “z” and “s” are both pronounced like the English “s”


9. “ll” and “y” are both pronounced like the English “y”


10. Accents:  When you see a word with an accent, make sure to pronounce the letter with the accent more strongly that the rest of the letters in the word.  Sometimes an accent changes the meaning of a word, so you need to make sure to pronounce it  (example:  papa = potato,  papá = dad or estas=these, estás = you are)
