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Unit 1b, Chapter 5 Road Map: Changes on the Western Frontier

Key Themes:
Diversity: The interests of Native Americans, white settlers, and immigrants conflicted, and violent confrontation often resulted. 
Economic opportunity: A major lure of the frontier was a desire to increase personal wealth (make more money). Economic opportunity was influenced by currency issues and economic panic. 
Identity: People banded together based on common interest and mutual benefits. These groups developed their own identities and contributed to the American identity as a whole. 

Essential Questions:
1. What were the causes and effects of immigration and migration in the U.S. from westward expansion?
2. How did economic factors contribute to the closing of the frontier in the late 19th century?
3. How did the Americanization Movement work to assimilate immigrants and American Indians into American culture? What were its intentions? What were its effects?
