1. Go to http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Special:Random
This will take you to a random Wikipedia article.   Enter this link into your browser at least 5 separate times.  Make a screen copy of all 5 articles.  All 5 Screen Copies must end up in your final PSD as separate Named layers in a Layer Group named Band/Artist Name
2. Choose your favorite link from the 5 as the name of your band.    



Rules – 

If you get the name of a real Artist or Band you can’t use it and it doesn’t count as 1 of the 5 and you need to redo it.  

3. Go to http://www.quotationspage.com/random.php3. The Last 4-5 words of last quote on page is album title.
Enter this link into your browser at least 5 separate times.  Make a screen copy of all 5 pages.  All 5 Screen Copies must end up in your final PSD as separate Named layers in a Layer Group named Album Title

4. Choose your favorite link from the 5 as the name of your Album.    



Rules – 

If you get the name of a real Album you can’t use it and it doesn’t count as 1 of the 5 and you need to redo it.

5. Album Art.  You now need to make Front Cover, Back Cover, and Spine Album Art and lay them out ready for print.  

6. The Front and Spine need to have the Name of the Band, and the Name of the Album
7. The Back needs to List 10 songs.  

8. The back cover needs to have some image element that ties it to the front.  The background cannot be a duplicate of the front.
