Make all your changes and notes on the paper itself. Use this as a checklist and mark each item off after you have checked it. 

I. Introduction:
· Are there two-three sentences of background on the story?
· Is the title of the short story and the author’s full name included?

· Is the title of the short story in quotation marks (no underlining)?
· Does the thesis explain external and internal conflict?

· Does the thesis have another literary element?

· Does the thesis have a theme?

· Is the theme a fully articulated universal message about life?

· Is the theme a cliché message? If so, indicate that it should be put into the writer’s own words.
II. Body Paragraphs:








· Does the paragraph begin with an argument about external conflict or internal conflict or another literary element?
· Are there two direct quotes in each body paragraph?

· Is there commentary following each quote?

· Are the quotes cited correctly? (author’s last name and page number)?

· Does the commentary include explanation as to how the conflict or other element illustrates or reveals the theme?
III. Conclusion: 

· Are there 3-4 sentences summarizing the main arguments?
· Is the theme reiterated?

· Do the ideas extend to a more universal message about life?

IV. Overall:
· Does the author use present tense throughout the paper?

· Is everything clear? Indicate any awkward parts?

· Does the writer use “I” or “you”? If so, delete, and indicate to rephrase or use “we.”
