Assessments

Exams (30% of Grade):


Exams will 
consist of multiple choice questions, essays, identifications, matching, etc. Exams 
are designed to find out comprehension of in depth ideas and specific events

Final Exam (10% of Grade):


The final exam is cumulative over the entire semester.

Research Papers/Projects (20% of Grade):


Research papers and Projects will be given throughout the year on specific topics. 
Students will need to find outside resources beyond the textbook to provide 
information when debating an argument. 

Quizzes (20% of Grade):

They can be on readings from the textbook or lecture notes that we discussed. They can be in either multiple choice or short answer form. 

Classwork/Homework (20% of Grade):


Classwork/Homework can be based on questions from the textbook, write ups on 
videos watched or handouts given out, etc. 

All assignments will be posted on the grade book. Exams will be posted a week ahead of time. Quizzes and homework at least 1 day ahead of time.

During the Fall semester, due to water polo season, tutoring will be by appointment only. Please let me know at least one day in advance and we will meet down at the pool.

In the Spring semester, I will be available every day before school from 7:10-7:40am
