LOS TIEMPOS PERFECTOS
The perfect tenses are used to tell what you “have done” and “had done.”   They are different from the preterite which states what you “did do.” In some countries like Spain and Ecuador the present perfect is used almost exclusively used to refer to recent past events, whereas the preterite tells about things that happened in the more distant past.
