1821 Mexico wins independence from Spain.
Stephen Austin receives permission from Mexico to bring American immigrants to Texas.
1825 Mexico opens Texas to American immigration.
1829 Mexico abolishes slavery.
1830 Mexico stops American settlement.
1834 Army general Santa Anna becomes dictator of Mexico.
1835 Mexico rejects Texas application for statehood.
1836 Texans declare independence.

Outnumbered Texans lose Battle of the Alamo after fighting bravely for 13 days.
Sam Houston leads Texans to victory at Battle of San Jacinto.
Santa Anna recognizes Texas independence.

EiGRAPHIC SUMMARY: The Compromise of 1850

THE BACKGROUND
* California applies for statehood as a free state.
* Equal balance between slave states and free states is threatened.

THE COMPROMISE OF 1850
California admitted as a free state.
In territories won from Mexico, voters will decide slavery issue for themselves.
Sale of enslaved people outlawed in Washington, D.C.
Fugitive Stave Act requires all citizens to help return escaped enstaved persons.

THE EFFECTS
* Compromise is only temporary: issue of slavery in territories not resolved.
* Neither Southerners nor Northerners satisfied.
