Sección II – syllables

You will be asked to choose the option that correctly divides the Word given into syllables.

Rules for syllable division
A. A single consonante forms a sílaba with the vocal that follows it.

Ex.     Ca  -  sa,       co – mo,    ma- má

B. If there are two consonantes, the sílaba is divided between them.

Ex.    Can – tar   ,     cap – tar,    puer – ta

                 Exceptions:    The following combinations of two consonantes are not divided:

                 Br,  cr,  dr,  fr,   gr,  pr,  tr,  

                 Bl,  cl, fl, gl,  pl,  

C. If there are three consonantes, the sílaba is divided after the first

Ex.    Com – prar,    An – drés,   tem – blor

Exception:   In combinations of    consonante +  s  + consonante, the sílaba is divided after the s

Ex.    Ins – tan – te,     abs – te – ner

D. If there are four consonantes, the sílaba is divided after the second.

Ex.    Ins – tru – ír ,   cons-tru – ir

E. Diptongos in sílabas are not divided

Ex.         Deu – da,    die – ta,   cuo – ta

Exception: If a diptongo has an accent mark over the i or u,  the syllable is divided between the two vocales

Ex.        Rí – o,    Ra – úl

         F.     The combinations    ae,  ao,  oe, eo and ea are divided between the two vocales

                 Ex.    Po – e – ma,   ge – o – me -trí - a

Hace diez años que colecciono tiras cómicas.

She has been playing volleyball for eight months.

Hace ocho meses que ella juega al voleibol.

We have been collecting stamps for ten years.

Hace diez años que coleccionamos estampillas.

(Ex.  I ate, I slept, I walked)

B. The imperfect is used to express things you used to do

(Ex.  I used to live, )

C. Examples contrasting the preterite and imperfect

1. Yo viví en México.   (I lived in Mexico)

Yo vivía en México.  (I used to live in Mexico. )
2. Ella comí las hamburguesas. (She ate the hamburgers)

Ella comía las hamburguesas. (She used to eat hamburgers. )
