Nationalism and the Nation-State
· Remember, nationalism was a reaction in the 19th c. to the forced internationalism of Napoleon I and the ideas of the French Revolution.

· Most pervasive of the “isms”.

· Led by intellectuals (like Italy’s Mazzini), who often instilled the ideas to others.

· Seized by the ideas of the Volkgeist, which all applied to their own situation.
· Cultural nationalism and identity (common history, customs, language, fairy tales, music etc.) led to political nationalism (nationhood).

· Wanted nationality, constitutions, liberty, justice and sovereign state.

· Felt that people alike in language, history, custom, etc. ought to have own national identity.

· Attacked by conservatives who wished to preserve the balance of power. Often used repressive means (like the Carlsbad Decrees) to destroy nationalistic groups (like Germany’s Brushenschaften).

· Led nationalists to secret societies (like Italy’s Carbonari.)

· Often assisted by those in the arts, as in the music of Wagner (Germany)and Verdi (Italy).

· Countries with long established national identities, of course, not concerned with this. (England, Spain , France)
· But major issue in: 
· ITALY (desire to break from Austria, unify)

· GERMAN STATES; unity 

· POLAND: end of foreign influence 

· AUSTRIAN EMPIRE: desires of people for own identities

· OITOMAN TURKISH EMPIRE: like Austria, peoples wanted own identity

· MAJOR MOVEMENTS:

· GERMANY: nationalistic agitation
· ITALY: The Risorgimento or “resurgence”
· AUSTRIA: Slavic people’s revival (Pan-Slavism)
