TS TOPIC SENTENCE expresses your point in relation to the prompt. (May include author and title if not previously stated.)
CD CONCRETE DETAIL uses a detail from the text to support your point.

DQ DIRECT QUOTE integrates a part of the text word-for-word that proves the CD.

CM COMMENTARY explains how DQ helps prove your point (2 CM for each DQ).

CS CONCLUDING SENTENCE summarizes your thoughts and/or reminds your reader of your purpose.
