Toward the end of Hamlet, the title character says to Laertes, “Hamlet is of the faction that is wronged;/ His madness is poor Hamlet’s enemy” (V. ii. 243-244). In a well-organized analytical essay, describe and examine three different relationships that Hamlet has that affect his actions and, ultimately, the outcome of the play. Analyze Hamlet’s actions and explain how each character influenced his decisions. 

The best essays will:

· Have an introduction that “hooks” the reader’s attention, main body, and conclusion.

· Have a clear thesis that states a position on the three characters’ relationships with Hamlet and tells us how this position will be explained in the essay.

· Have at least three main body paragraphs that focus on only one character each.

· Use quotes and examples from the play to show how Hamlet’s actions are affected by each character.

· Cite line(s) numbers correctly from the text.

· Use correct spelling, punctuation and sentence structure.
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
